Tabasco, a Mexican state, was affected by flooding in 80% of its territory 

which is equivalent to more than 22 thousands square kilometers of 

forest and urban territory, floodings derived from Samaria, Carrizal, La 

Sierra, Grijalva y Puxcatán rivers. This situation has left over a million 

inhabitants affected and almost 30 thousand people displaced losing 

their properties and employment.

The main areas damaged are Villahermosa city and hundreds of small 

towns near Chiapas, another Mexican state.

Federal Government has sent around 3000 military and civil defense 

personnel who took over operative control in protecting and security 

action.

It is estimated that this situation will not go back to normal for at least 

three months, so the population will be exposed to adverse conditions 

such as overcrowding, epidemic diseases and lack of productive 

activities within the near future.

Severe flooding is caused by two main reasons, one the early winter 

rain, cold weather delayed river drainage capacity; and overall the 

neglecting use of  hydrologic basins. 

In this context, Save the Children formally contacted the authorities 

responsible for the citizen help and service in order to provide the 

affected population with psycho  emotional  and educational programs.

Background-context.

Rational for the intervention

Considering that the federal government and its main organisms have guaranteed basic attention 

and protection to the affected population, child related matters still remain for taking care of, 

such as:

Physical and emotional protection measures in relief shelters.

To provide with health, educational and recreational services. 

General queries in which children and youth participate making decisions in safety 

measures as well as taking them into consideration for city reconstruction strategies 

considered by the government.

In order to catering most precisely these topics, Save the Children sent specialized staff to 

gather information and worked on implementing a work plan.
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Save the Children response

Necessary relations with the authorities to establish a complementary work 

plan.

Launching a fund raising campaign intended for Mexican funds.

Designing an action plan on: Friendly programs which provide educational

Coordinating Save the Children staff interested in contributing with SC 

México.

Full action in relief shelters and disaster zones with the support of SC USA 

Global emergency.

Non formal educational services in communal centers.
Creating an affective environment for damaged children in post 
emergency.
Instruction, design and participation in local emergency strategies.
In the state field to measure the impact of risk control.

Watching water, food and medicine providing.
